The Childrends Fresh Air Home located at 1100 Surf Av-
enue in North Wildwood, NJ has been a staple of the Wild-
woods since L. Ida Dukes started it in 1911. Through the help
of local businessman and entrepreneur, Henry Ottens, Mrs.
Dukes was able to purchase a small home along the bay to
serve as the home. In 1923, Mr Ottens matched a fund-raising
campaign by Mrs. Dukes and they built the current structure
for $30,000.

The purpose of the Fresh Air Home is to provide under-
priviliged children, whose family would not be able to afford
it, the opportunity to vacation in the Wildwoods. Children
stay for 12 days per group. There are 4 groups of 45 children
that vacation here every year.

Children are nominated by thier local organizations such as
churches, schools, mission agencies, other groups and indi-
viduals.

Through the years the building has come to need major
repairs. At this point in time, the Childrends Fresh Air Home
was not open for use this summer.

With the help of local business people and the community-
at-large the Fresh Alr Home hopes to make a full recovery and
be open again.
